On the Tuesday before His death, as Jesus leaves the temple, Jesus’ disciples ask 4 
questions. This results in Jesus longest answer recorded anywhere in the gospels 
(Matthew 24-25).  He references Daniel for our understanding.  
 
Daniel 1:17 

Matthew 24:15–16  “Therefore when you see the ‘abomination of desolation,’ spoken of by 
Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy place” (whoever reads, let him understand), 16 
“then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains.

Then let 
him declare it and set it in order for Me, Since I 
appointed the ancient people.
